PS and SPS test beam requests from the CALICE collaboration

Dear Horst,
With this letter I formally submit the CALICE test beam requests to CERN for 2010 for your kind consideration. 

In contrast to the campaigns we had at CERN in 2006 and 2007, where the main goal was to collect physics data for the proof-of principle of particle flow calorimeters and for the validation of hadron shower models, the requests for 2010 are mostly technical tests and commissioning runs, although some may allow for first comparisons with simulations. We expect to resume larger-scale physics data taking at CERN in 2011. 
There are four separate activities: 
1. Study of glass RPCs as active modules of a seimi-digital hadron calorimeter (HCAL), PS and SPS, I. Laktineh, Lyon
2. Study of micormegas for a (semi-) digital HCAL, SPS, M. Chefdeville, Annecy

3. Study of a dense and compact HCAL with tungsten as absorber, PS, W. Klempt, CERN

4. Study of active pixel sensors for digital electromagnetic calorimetry (DECAL), SPS, P. Dauncey, London

At this stage the activities are technically rather independent and use their own read-out systems. Still, we would like to share as much as possible our equipment and expertise e.g. beam instrumentation and beam line understanding.  Therefore it would be preferable for us to work in a single beam line location at PS and SPS each. At PS, our choice would be T9, at SPS it would be H2 (except for the DECAL, which follows the EUDET telescope). 
I hope that our requests can be accommodated, and I am looking forward to intensified experimentation at CERN in 2010. Please fee free to contact me in case of questions on our programme.
