This document both describes and defines how the contents of the Conditions Database is maintained at the US and UK Data Centers.
[bookmark: _Toc5]Details of Interface
The Conditions Databases at both the US and UK Data Centers are managed by the MySQL DBMS. The plan is to use MySQL’s native replication with the US Data Center’s database as the master and the UK Data Center’s database as the slave. 
This means the requirement for the US Data Center’s database needs to be configured as set out in the appropriate MySQL documentation for a Master (https://dev.mysql.com/doc/refman/5.6/en/replication-howto-masterbaseconfig.html), while the UK Data Center’s database needs to be configured as set out in the appropriate MySQL documentation for a Slave (https://dev.mysql.com/doc/refman/5.6/en/replication-howto-slavebaseconfig.html).
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
